School attendance 

What is the common reason for children missing 
school? 

Between Classes 1-7: Usually health reasons 
(School authority send a notice to parents if a child 
is absent for more than 2 days) 

 
Between Classes 8-9: There are instances as the 
children need to travel long distances (by walk) 
due to high school not present in their village. 
Government provides cycles to a girl child to 
commute and they tend to use the same to 
commute 

How does the SDMC work with the school to 
identify kids missing school and address that? Give 
an example 

Between Classes 1-7, they do not have an instance 
wherein a kid is not present in the school due to 
reason other than health.  

Between Classes 8-10, there are one or two 
instances wherein one does not reach the school 
after leaving the house for school. 

Also, they do not fail any child. They feel if they do, 
they might not turn up to school. He quoted of an 
instance this year as they promoted everyone 
from Class 8 to 9. In the lower/higher primary, if a 
child fairs badly, they would be given another 



chance to take up exams in the next 3 months. 

 

What do children do after they finish 5th or 7th 
grade? 
 

99% move to high school. Instances are rare (and 
they could not recollect) wherein a child has not 
joined high school 

What prevents children from going to middle/ high 
schools? 
 

For high schools, travel distance and non-
availability of public transport is the prime reason 

Do parents send girls to middle/ high school? Parents do send girls to middle as well as high 
schools. But it has been a trend that post 10th 
standard, the parent of a girl child gets her married 

What are graduates of this school doing now? A few are in government posts, business etc. They 
remembered of an instance wherein one of the ex-
graduate getting a good job.

1. How many class rooms are there? 
 

The higher 
primary school (Figure 1: classes 1-7) has a smaller building 
and the high school has a bigger and much spacious facility

2. What is the condition of the class rooms? 
 

First of all, number of rooms is less compared to the number 
of classes conducted by the school. Ex: In the class room 
shown in Figure 4, Class 4-5-6 classes are conducted 
simultaneously by a single teacher 
 
Below summarizes the condition of the class rooms 
- Not all the class rooms have desks. The same is evident 

from the visuals shown in Figure 3 & 4 
 

- Lack of light in all the rooms. The only source of light is 
via ventilators, shutters and the transparent roof tile

3. Is drinking water available at the school? 
 

The school has a water tank and a sump as shown in the 
visuals (Figure 6 & 7). Below summarizes the condition 

 
- The source of water to the school premises is via the 

village bore well. The water is motor pumped once in a 
day to serve the entire village. During this time, rest of 
the village also draws water and hence water reaching 
the school is limited 
 

- Figure 7 is the visual of the water storage unit which has

4. Are there separate toilets for boys & girls? 
 

- Primary school has recently built toilets which is not 
operational due to scarcity of water (Figure 8) 

- High school toilets are in a bad shape. Visuals are an 
evidence of the same (Figure 9 & 10) 

- The HM indicated that they end up asking the students to 
clean the toilets 
 

5. Are there separate toilets for boys & girls? 
As shown in the visuals (Figure 8, 9, 10), there are 
separate toilets for boys & girls 

 
6. Are the toilets functional? 

Overall the toilets bore a very unhygienic look and are 
not in a usable condition 
 

7. How are the toilets maintained? 
The toilets are not cleaned and have no water supply. 
Creepers were grown all over the place 
 

8. If there is no one maintaining the toilets, can the Grama 
panchayat appoint someone to clean the toilets 
regularly? 
Cleaning is out of question as they are not is a state to be 
cleaned due to no water supply. Again, appointing 
someone and providing salary comes up. Accordingly to 
them this does not appear to be a high priority issue.

9. Is there a usable playground? 
Primary school has a very small ground and the only sport 
that they can play is Kho-Kho due to the size of the 
ground (Figure 11). However the condition of the 
playground is good. 
 
High School has a very spacious-level ground in an 
excellent condition (Figure 12) 
 

10. What kind of sports equipment does the school have? 
Primary school does not seem to have any equipment as 
the only game they are making the kids play is Kho Kho. 
 
High school has volleyball and a net in addition to playing 
Kho Kho. The high school ground is good enough to play 
games like football, cricket and any other outdoor game 
 

11. What kind of sports equipment do the kids need?

12. Is there a compound around the school? 
The compound is nothing but a fence which is of no use. 
Many a places, there is a big gap which makes intrusion 
easy (Primary School - Figure 13, High School ς Figure 14) 
 

13. How is the school premises maintained? 
The outside of the school looked neat, but the interiors 
are just ok. Roof leakages here and there, but they are 
managing somehow. In addition, the lab and the library 
was in a bad shape  
 
 

14. Is there storage space (cupboards etc.) at the school? 
Yes. They had some cupboards for storage, but they do 
require more. Ex: All the library books as shown in Figure
