2. Drop out rate: Nil according to the teacher although she mentioned that most of these kids reach only upto 7th or 8th Std.
3. What are the causes for dropouts? Distance

Infrastructure
There are 2 class rooms.  Both the rooms leak during rainy season.  Kids sit on the stools.  Need a better table/chair for the teacher.  Kids requested for balls, bats, and rings for playing.  The class rooms are tidy and has a lot of teaching aids such as maps, math tables, charts, pictures, etc.  which are all done with the effort from teachers and kids.  This school has the best maintained class rooms.  Teacher requested Math kit.  It is surprising that this school being the best of the 4 schools that I visited did not have drinking water facility.
1. Is drinking water available on the school premises?  No

5. Is there a play ground?  A playground is available but does not belong to the school, the land is in dispute and the local people try to use the place for other reasons.  Teacher finds it tough to keep this place clean for kids to play.

8. How often can students borrow books from the library? weekly
9. How do you find out that the children are reading the books? 
10. How many new books are added per year? About 10 books.
11. Does the school have a compound around it? Yes

13. Is there basic storage space in the class rooms such as cupboards? Yes  
14. Who cooks food for the mid-day meal program? 3 ladies from the Sthree Shakthi programme.
15. How many plates and tumblers does the school have and need?  About 75
16. What kinds of teaching aids does the school have?  Science Kit
17. Does the school need any minor repairs? Yes, roof repairs.
